Who are the Auckland and District Pipe Band? 

Auckland & District Pipe Band was founded in 1929. The Band is registered with the charities commission as a charitable entity.

The band aims to compete at the highest level in music and nurture a culture of excellence at grass roots.  
The band has retained a premier position in New Zealand piping for the last 60 years. Auckland and District are current New Zealand National Champions, winning this accolade 12 times. The band has retained overall champion status for the last two years. The drum corps retained New Zealand champion status for 5 of the last 6 years. 
The band is dedicated to developing musical excellence in young players. The band had a founding role in the Auckland Pipe Band College where developing musicians are taught by New Zealand’s top pipers and drummers. Members actively tutor other pipe bands across the Auckland area, Timaru, Temuka and Balclutha. Band leaders also teach developing players at the Royal New Zealand Pipe Band Association Summer School in Christchurch, Sacred Heart and Kings College, Auckland.  The band’s historical musical achievement has engendered a nationwide affection across a wide section of the New Zealand pipe band community.
How would Sponsorship help us?

The band’s goals are to complete at the highest level whilst nurturing musical talent in developing players. The band achieves this by offering young people the opportunity to perform and compete on a national and international stage. The cost of recruiting, training and retaining new players in this way is significant. Costs include:
· Bringing in top tutors and players to maintain the edge on musical standards.
· Purchase & maintenance of instruments to keep abreast of worldwide standards.

· Maintaining uniforms to sustain an appearance in keeping with musical excellence.
